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Board Meeting Minutes

OMS, July 28, 2008

1. Classic Coach update – John Rice reported that Daniel and Liam Gildea would be arriving Aug 9-10.  Daniel Gildea will be coaching the older teams as he has a B UEFA license and his brother Liam would be coaching the younger teams as he has a C UEFA license. Their contracts begin Aug 11 and practices can start mid-week.  The first week of the season is Sept. 6.  John Rice and Bob Tolly are accepting practice field requests – please forward requests for Classic team practice fields to either John or Bob.
Julie Grutzner very recently expressed an interest in coaching the U14 

Flame team for the Fall 2008 half season. She is unable to coach the Spring 2009 half season because of commitments to the Varsity soccer team season. This opportunity was considered with significant discussion regarding issues of winter transition to another coach (BC coach) and that having a BC coach was the expectation when the players tried out and when they were offered a position on the team.  While the Board was very enthusiastic about having Julie Grutzner be a Classic team coach and certainly she would be an asset to the team, the majority felt it was necessary at this late stage in team/coach planning to present this opportunity to the parents of the Flame and have them weigh in.  Thus, a motion was made to engage the parents of the Flame in the decision and ask them if they would like to switch coaches to Julie Grutzner for the Fall season. Vote: 7 yea, 0 nay, Christofferson not voting. Approved. Jim Neidhart agreed to talk to the Flame parents and survey their opinions and report the findings back to the Board. 


If the Flame parents agreed to have Julie Grutzner as their Fall coach, it was agreed that it would be important for optimal communication and coordination between Julie and the BC coach to facilitate an early transition in the Winter and prior to the beginning of practices for the Spring season.  In the instance that Julie Grutzner takes on a team, then both BC coaches would have 4 teams in the Fall.

Costs for the BC coaches, Julie, and Mark Lowe as well as accommodations (one two bedroom apartment for the BC coaches) were evaluated.  It is anticipated that costs per player would generally be down or the same this year compared to last year because of a greater number of players, and in some cases more players per team.  It was also decided that winter training sessions would not be factored into the season costs and that these would be up to the team to organize and collect fees for separately.  After a full accounting, a motion was made to set the Classic coaching fees at $165 per player for the Fall season.  The Spring fees would be set later in the Fall and could possibly be less. Vote:  7 yea, 0 nay. Approved.
