1. Update of Jaycee Park East/Huntoon Field renovation development plans–Christine Johnston presented information on the proposed development plans by Rettler Corp. for renovation and improvements of the Jaycee Park East/Huntoon fields. Existing layout and the final proposed layout was available for viewing. The development plans include several new soccer fields and baseball diamonds as well as an area for concessions.  Lights, scoreboards, and irrigated fields are also being discussed.  The new grading will be aimed at improving the drainage and the many current undulations in the fields.  Ample parking and relocation of the memorial garden at the northwest corner are also part of the master plan.  The area currently belongs to the Village but the School maintains the area.  Presently, the Sports Booster club, which financed the preliminary plans, is seeking Board approval of the project which is projected to cost between $1-4 million.  If the School Board approves the project, then the Sports Booster Club and the School Board will be looking for local community support.  A project of this dimension will need multiple financial partners and significant fundraising to make it happen.  

2. 3 v. 3 Tournament – Christine Johnston reported on plans to hold a 3 v. 3 tournament in Oregon this summer prior to the regular Oregon Soccer Internationale Tournament.  The date for the 3 v. 3 tournament will be June 14&15, 2008.   Registration information is posted on the “3v3Live” website:  www.3v3live.com . They will be accepting team registrations for U9 to adult levels. Generally, the rosters will be comprised of 6 persons and costs $150 per team. 3. Nick Brown the new Bristish Challenger coach was introduced.

4. OSA Internationale Tournament – Chris Gasner and Dave Neibart presented a summary of plans for the Tournament which will be scheduled for July 12,13, 2008.  This is the 19th year and they have 72 entries to date ultimately planning to have approx. 170 teams. They will be using 18 fields as last year including fields at OMS, Jaycee park, and the elementary school fields.  They encouraged coaches and managers to sign up your team if you are interested and get $50 off of the entry fee on the website for OSA teams.  Teams are encouraged to register early. 
They anticipate an approx. equal number of girls and boys teams.  The only difference in the rules from last year is that a team is allowed up to 4 guest or 4 club players ( max. 4), not 8 as it was last year. Chris Gasner encouraged coaches and managers to talk to their parents and encourage them to sign up to volunteer online.  The tournament was very successful financially last year and we look forward to a great tournament again this year.  Many thanks to Chris and Dave for all their hard work. 

5. Fields – Bob Tolly reported that with recent snow and wet weather, the fields are unplayable.  He urged all to try to stay off of the fields until they hear again from Bob that play can resume on them. 

6. Rookie League- Art Hallinan reported that sign ups are going well, with 104 players and 26 coaches/assistants.  If weather permits, 6 consecutive one-hour sunday sessions will be held beginning April 13.
